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This research aims to determine differences in investment, government expenditure
in the education and health sectors, and net exports before and during the spread
of coronavirus disease (Covid-19) on the island of Sumatra. This research uses a
quantitative approach with secondary data obtained from the Central Statistics
Agency and the Ministry of Finance. The statistical test in this study used the Paired
Sample T-Test. The results of this research show that there are differences in
investment, government spending in the health sector, and net exports before and
during the spread of Covid-19. Meanwhile, there was no difference in government
spending in the education sector before and during the spread of Covid-19.
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
