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Penelitian ini menganalisis pengaruh Foreign Direct Investment, Political
Fragility, dan Tingkat Partisipasi Angkatan Kerja terhadap Pertumbuhan
Ekonomi di 8 negara ASEAN tahun 2016-2022, menggunakan analisis regresi
berganda dengan metode Fixed Effect Model (FEM). Hasilnya menunjukkan
bahwa Foreign Direct Investment tidak berpengaruh secara signifikan terhadap
pertumbuhan ekonomi, artinya kontribusi Foreign Direct Investment di 8 negara
ASEAN terhambat oleh infrastruktur yang belum memadai dan birokrasi yang
tidak efisien. Political Fragility memiliki pengaruh negatif signifikan terhadap
pertumbuhan ekonomi, mengurangi kepercayaan investor dan menurunkan aliran
investasi sehingga menghambat penciptaan lapangan Kkerja, inovasi, dan
produktivitas ekonomi. Sementara itu, Tingkat Partisipasi Angkatan Kerja
berpengaruh positif signifikan terhadap pertumbuhan ekonomi, karena kontribusi
tenaga kerja yang lebih besar meningkatkan output, efisiensi, dan daya saing
ekonomi di 8 negara ASEAN. Secara keseluruhan, semua variabel berpengaruh

signifikan terhadap pertumbuhan ekonomi di 8 negara ASEAN.

This study analyzes the influence of Foreign Direct Investment, Political Fragility,
and Labor Force Participation Rate on Economic Growth in 8 ASEAN countries
from 2016 to 2022 using multiple regression analysis with the Fixed Effect Model
(FEM) method. The results show that Foreign Direct Investment does not
significantly affect economic growth, indicating that its contribution in the 8
ASEAN countries is hindered by inadequate infrastructure and inefficient
bureaucracy. Political fragility has a significant negative effect on economic
growth, reducing investor confidence and decreasing investment flows, thereby
impeding job creation, innovation, and economic productivity. Meanwhile, the
labor force participation rate has a significant positive effect on economic
growth, as a higher labor force contribution enhances output, efficiency, and
economic competitiveness in the 8 ASEAN countries. Overall, all variables
significantly influence economic growth in the 8 ASEAN countries.
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
