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Investasi saat ini semakin diminati oleh berbagai lapisan masyarakat,
termasuk generasi muda yang terdiri dari mahasiswa dan mereka yang telah
memasuki dunia kerja. Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk menganalisis pengaruh
pendapatan, literasi keuangan, dan herding behavior terhadap keputusan investasi
mahasiswa dan pekerja di Provinsi Lampung. Penelitian ini menggunakan
pendekatan kuantitatif dengan metode survei. Sampel dalam penelitian ini sebanyak
100 responden yang terdiri dari mahasiswa dan pekerja, yang dipilih menggunakan
teknik purposive sampling. Teknik analisis data yang digunakan adalah analisis
regresi linear berganda dengan bantuan program SPSS versi 26.

Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa variabel pendapatan berpengaruh
positif dan signifikan terhadap keputusan investasi. Literasi keuangan juga
berpengaruh positif dan signifikan terhadap keputusan investasi. Selain itu, herding
behavior juga berpengaruh positif dan signifikan terhadap keputusan investasi.
Dengan demikian, ketiga variabel tersebut secara simultan memiliki pengaruh yang
signifikan dalam menentukan keputusan investasi mahasiswa dan pekerja di
Provinsi Lampung. Selain itu, berdasarkan uji koefisien determinasi diperoleh nilai
Adjusted R Square sebesar 0,521 atau sebesar 52,1%, yang berarti bahwa variabel
pendapatan, literasi keuangan, dan herding behavior mampu menjelaskan 52,1%
variasi dalam keputusan investasi, sedangkan sisanya sebesar 47,9% dijelaskan oleh
variabel lain di luar model penelitian ini.

THE EFFECT OF INCOME, FINANCIAL LITERACY, AND HERDING

Investment is currently gaining popularity among various segments of
society, including the younger generation, which consists of students and those who
have entered the workforce. This study aims to analyze the influence of income,
financial literacy, and herding behavior on the investment decisions of students and
workers in Lampung Province. This study employs a quantitative approach using a
survey method. The sample consists of 100 respondents, including students and
workers, selected using purposive sampling techniques. Data analysis was
conducted using multiple linear regression analysis with the assistance of SPSS
version 26.

The results of the study indicate that the income variable has a positive and
significant effect on investment decisions. Financial literacy also has a positive and
significant effect on investment decisions. Additionally, herding behavior also has
a positive and significant effect on investment decisions. Thus, all three variables
simultaneously have a significant influence in determining the investment decisions
of students and workers in Lampung Province. Furthermore, based on the
coefficient of determination test, the Adjusted R Square value was 0.521 or 52.1%,
meaning that income, financial literacy, and herding behavior variables can
explain 52.1% of the variation in investment decisions, while the remaining 47.9%
is explained by other variables outside this research model.
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
