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Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk menganalisis rasionalitas tindakan anggota Kelompok
Wanita Tani (KWT) dalam meningkatkan aktivitas kelompok serta mengidentifikasi
hambatan yang dihadapi dalam proses tersebut. Penelitian ini menggunakan
pendekatan kualitatif dengan jenis studi kasus, didukung oleh teori tindakan sosial
Max Weber yang mengklasifikasikan rasionalitas tindakan ke dalam empat kategori:
rasionalitas instrumental, berorientasi nilai, afektif, dan tradisional. Data diperoleh
melalui wawancara mendalam, observasi, dan dokumentasi. Hasil penelitian
menunjukkan bahwa tindakan anggota KWT didorong oleh motivasi ekonomi
(rasionalitas instrumental), nilai sosial dan solidaritas antaranggota (rasionalitas
nilai), serta faktor emosional dan penghormatan terhadap tokoh tertentu (rasionalitas
afektif). Selain itu, kebiasaan turun-temurun dalam bertani memperkuat tindakan
tradisional. Hambatan utama yang dihadapi anggota meliputi kurangnya dukungan
keluarga, cuaca yang tidak mendukung, serta waktu yang terbatas. Namun, hambatan
tersebut dapat diatasi melalui kerja sama, rasa tanggung jawab sosial, dan dukungan
internal kelompok.
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ABSTRACT
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This study aims to analyze the rationality of the actions of members of the Women
Farmers Group (Kelompok Wanita Tani/KWT) in enhancing group activities, as
well as to identify the obstacles they face in the process. This research uses a
qualitative approach with a case study method, guided by Max Weber’s theory of
social action, which categorizes rationality into four types: instrumental, value-
oriented, affective, and traditional rationality. Data were collected through in-depth
interviews, observation, and documentation. The findings reveal that members'
actions are driven by economic motivation (instrumental rationality), social values
and solidarity among members (value-oriented rationality), emotional factors and
respect toward certain figures (affective rationality), as well as inherited farming
practices (traditional rationality). The main obstacles encountered include lack of
family support, unfavorable weather, and time constraints. Nevertheless, these
challenges are addressed through cooperation, a sense of social responsibility, and
internal group support.
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
