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Pemilu tahun 2024 di Kota Bandar Lampung menghadapi tantangan besar dengan
menurunnya tingkat partisipasi pemilih penyandang disabilitas. Penelitian ini bertujuan
untuk menganalisis apa saja strategi yang digunakan oleh KPU Kota Bandar Lampung
dalam meningkatkan partisipasi pemilih disabilitas pada pemilu tahun 2024 di Kota
Bandar Lampung.

Penelitian ini menggunakan metode penelitian kualitatif dengan desain penelitian
deskriptif. Data dikumpulkan melalui wawancara mendalam dan dokumentasi, serta
dianalisis dengan teori strategi. Teori ini berfokus pada indikator formulasi jangka
panjang, pemilihan serangkaian tindakan, dan alokasi sumber daya. Penelitian ini
dilaksanakan di KPU Kota Bandar Lampung, Bawaslu Kota Bandar Lampung, dan
Kota Bandar Lampung.

Penelitian ini menunjukkan bahwa KPU telah menyusun perencanaan strategis jangka
panjang, namun implementasinya belum maksimal karena kurangnya evaluasi
berkelanjutan. Pada indikator pemilihan serangkaian tindakan, KPU melaksanakan
sosialisasi, pendidikan pemilih, serta penyediaan sarana dan prasarana, tetapi belum
mampu mengakomodasi seluruh kebutuhan berbagai jenis disabilitas. Dari sisi alokasi
sumber daya, keterbatasan sumber daya manusia, fisik, dan tidak memaksimalkan
sumber daya keuangan membuat pelayanan terhadap pemilih disabilitas tidak optimal.
Akibatnya, masih banyak pemilih disabilitas yang kesulitan mengakses informasi dan
fasilitas pemilu. Simpulan dari penelitian ini menegaskan bahwa strategi KPU Kota
Bandar Lampung dalam meningkatkan partisipasi pemilih disabilitas pada pemilu
tahun 2024 belum berjalan dengan bak. Diperlukan evaluasi dan perbaikan menyeluruh
pada aspek perencanaan, pelaksanaan, serta dukungan sumber daya agar pada pemilu
mendatang strategi yang diterapkan dapat lebih inklusif dan menjamin pemenuhan hak
politik penyandang disabilitas.

""The Strategy of the General Elections Commission in Increasing the Participation

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The 2024 General Election in Bandar Lampung City faced major challenges due to the
declining participation rate of voters with disabilities. This study aims to analyze the
strategies implemented by the General Elections Commission (KPU) of Bandar
Lampung City to increase the participation of voters with disabilities in the 2024
General Election. This research employed a qualitative method with a descriptive
research design. Data were collected through in-depth interviews and documentation,
then analyzed using strategy theory, focusing on indicators of long-term formulation,
selection of a series of actions, and resource allocation. The study was conducted at
the KPU Bandar Lampung City, Bawaslu Bandar Lampung City, and across the
Bandar Lampung area. The findings show that the KPU formulated a long-term
strategic plan; however, its implementation was not optimal due to the lack of
continuous evaluation. In terms of selecting a series of actions, the KPU carried out
socialization, voter education, and the provision of facilities and infrastructure, yet
these efforts failed to fully accommodate the diverse needs of people with different types
of disabilities. Regarding resource allocation, limitations in human resources, physical
facilities, and the underutilization of financial resources resulted in suboptimal
services for voters with disabilities. Consequently, many voters with disabilities still
faced difficulties in accessing election-related information and facilities. The
conclusion of this study affirms that the strategies of the KPU Bandar Lampung City
to increase the participation of voters with disabilities in the 2024 General Election
have not been effectively implemented. Comprehensive evaluation and improvement
are required in planning, execution, and resource support to ensure that future election
strategies become more inclusive and fully guarantee the political rights of persons
with disabilities.
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
